He saw an Egyptian mistreating an
Israelite. So, Moses came to the man’s defense and avenged him, killing
the Egyptian.

The next day he
visited them again and saw two men of Israel fighting. He tried to be a
peacemaker. “Men,” he said, “you are brothers. Why are you fighting
each other?” But the man in the wrong pushed Moses aside. “Who made
you a ruler and judge over us?” he asked. “Are you going to kill me as
you killed that Egyptian yesterday?” When Moses heard that, he fled the
country and lived as a foreigner in the land of Midian.

But Moses protested again, “What if they won’t believe me or listen to
me? What if they say, ‘The LORD never appeared to you’?” Then the
LORD asked him, “What is that in your hand?” “A shepherd'’s staff,”
Moses replied. Exodus 4:1-2 (NLT)

But Moses pleaded with the LORD, “O Lord, I'm not very good with
words. | never have been, and I’'m not now, even though you have
spoken to me. | get tongue-tied, and my words get tangled.” Then the
LORD asked Moses, “Who makes a person’s mouth?” EX. 4:10-11 (NLT)

He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the
treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his reward.
