450 feet long, 75 feet wide, and 45 feet high. Leave an 18-inch opening all
the way around the boat just below the roof. Then put three decks inside
the boat—and put one door on the side ... Then include a male and
female pair of every kind of animal that | bring into your boat to keep alive
during the worldwide flood. And remember, take enough food for your
family and for all the animals.’” Then Noah did everything exactly as God
had commanded him.” Genesis 6:14-22 (NLT)

with all your family . . . And now take along seven pairs of each animal
that I've approved for eating and sacrifice, along with one pair of each of
the others.
